The children chose to do a community service project to benefit the Assistance Program 
and their food drive resulted in 45 bags of groceries!!  Their timing could not have been better. . . one of our  
primary sources of donations is out of commission this summer as St. Christopher Church has had to suspend 
it’s food donation program during renovations to the church building. 
 
Although the main activity of the Assistance Program is providing food to our clients, we are fortunate to be 
able to provide other services throughout the year.  For example, in May the clients received cleaning supplies 
along with their groceries.  We usually don’t get a lot of donated cleaning supplies, so this was a special treat 
for our clients and they were most grateful.  At the July distribution, when I gave a gift card envelope to one of 
the moms, she said, “whenever I get an envelope from you ladies, I have to make sure I open it when I get home 
because it always makes me start crying.  I don’t know what we would do without you.”
